Enrollment Contract 2006-07 Year
This enrollment contract entered into this______ day of __________________, 2006, by and between CC & Co. Dance Complex, a Corporation with its office and principle place of business in Raleigh, North Carolina (“the Complex”) and _____________________________________ (Parent/Guardian) on behalf of __________________________________ (Student).  This contract is entered into with the understanding that the Parent/Guardian is signing up for classes with the staff of the Complex at the Complex’s temporary location and its permanent location in Raleigh.
Tuition :

Enrollment at The Complex is based on a 9 month and 2 week schedule, August 18 to June 7, regardless of the number of classes per month. August/June tuition will be prorated to half a month’s tuition due upon registration. Tuition for all classes is due on the 1st of each month, we do not send monthly statements. The tuition rate is contingent upon the number of hours for which the student is enrolled. If tuition is not paid by the 10th of each month, a $10 late fee will be added to the account.  If an account is more than 30 days overdue, the student may be prohibited from taking additional classes until the account is made current.
Fees :
Upon registration, the following fees will be due:


$25 annual registration fee, non-refundable


$25 annual Gala fee, non-refundable


The first month’s tuition

The following fees are due by October 31,2006:


$50 Costume fee for all ages 21/2-11


$60 Costume fee for all ages 12 and older who are participating in the Gala

Any payments returned to The Complex by a financial institution as unpaid for any reason will be assessed a return fee of $20.
Gala Participation:

All classes are expected to participate in the end of year Gala, unless the classes are listed as “open”. The Gala will showcase 1 dance per class. The Gala is tentatively scheduled for mid-June. If the student is unable to participate in the Gala, Parent/Guardian must notify the Complex in writing no later than October 31, 2006, in order to avoid payment for the Gala costume fee.
Open Classes:

A student signing up for an open class is not committed to participate in The Gala, Gala fees, or costume fees. Open classes are for dancers who only wish to gain technique and dance skill through classes.
Missed Classes:

A student that misses a class due to illness or any other personal reason will be able to make up the missed class time in a class already in existence. There will be no discount or refund given for missed classes.  Students are welcome to participate in “make-up” classes, if the studio is closed due to Holidays or Inclement weather. Please check our website www.cccodance.com or call our office at 846-5200 for a schedule of classes available for make-up.
Class Withdrawal Policy:

Early withdrawal from a class before the completion of the year requires a 30-day written withdrawal notice to The Complex. Please do not leave phone messages or rely on the instructor to notify the office. The Parent/Guardian continues to be responsible for tuition during the 30-day notice period.
